A.  You must earn a  minimum 

     of ten (10)  points from last 

     semester's grades 

1. The first 4 pts. must be from List 1 courses 

2. The first 7 pts. (including 4 pts. from above) must be from Lists 1 & 2. 

3.  The remaining points may come from Lists 1, 2, or 3. 
 

B. You may use up to, but no more than five (5) courses to qualify. 
 

C.  No CSF points are given for physical education, courses taken in place of physical education, courses repeated 
     to improve a grade, office/teacher's aide courses, and courses taken on a pass/fail basis. 

 

D.  CSF points 
     are granted  

     as follows: 
 

- A grade of "A" earns 3 CSF points; 
- A grade of "B" earns 1 CSF point (a "B" in an AP or Honors course earns 2 CSF points); 

- A grade of "C" earns 0 CSF points; but does not disqualify you from membership 
- A grade of "D" or "F" in ANY course, even one not used to qualify, disqualifies you from 

   membership for a given semester.     

 
REMINDERS: 

A.  Apply with grades from the PREVIOUS semester.  You must reapply for membership EACH SEMESTER. 
B.  College courses taken for high school credit may be used to qualify for CSF.   

C.  Summer school grades may only be used in a semester in which you are not taking enough units to qualify. 
D.  An original report card or printout of the previous semester's grades must be attached to this form. Submit  

     completed application and $4.00 dues to the ASB Bookkeeper by the deadline.  No late submissions accepted, 

     nor will dues be returned for non-qualified applications.  
E.  Life Membership consists of four qualifying semesters during 10th, 11th, and 12th grades.  One semester  
     MUST be from senior year.   Senior CSF candidates: PLEASE apply in February with your Fall senior grades  
     to avoid the risk of being disqualified in the event that teachers cannot provide Spring grades before the first
